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Abstract





This short document gives a specification of the layout of papers for submission to the British Machine Vision Conference.  Some guidelines for preparing the papers using LATEX  and Word are also given.  This document is written in accordance with the specification and guidelines, and hence may be used as an example of how a paper should appear.  LATEX, POSTSCRIPT  and Word versions of this document can be downloaded via the BMVC Web page:

1  Introduction





The mandatory paper style applies to final submission of accepted papers only, but you can save time by preparing papers specifically for the Proceedings (and hence for the CD ROM). The Proceedings of the annual British Machine Vision Conference are produced from electronic copy prepared by the authors of papers.  The Proceedings resemble a book in size and shape; in recent years, they have appeared in two volumes due to the number of papers accepted.  To maintain some uniformity of appearance, authors are requested to make their camera-ready copy appear as similar to this document as possible, as this document has been prepared strictly in accordance with the desired layout. Papers should be no longer than 10 pages, including all figures, references, appendices  etc.


Authors who prepare their papers using LATEX should use the BMVC style file,  bmvc.sty, or those using Word should use a Word template, which are both available from the BMVC99 Web site:

2 Page Layout





The basic page layout is shown in Table 1. The main body of the document should be set with justified margins, while section headings should be set ragged-right.  Paragraphs should normally have their first lines indented except when immediately following a title, in which case there should be no indentation. There should be no additional inter-paragraph space.


There should be no page numbering in the parts of the paper that will appear in the Proceedings: page numbers will be added by the editor. However, if you could number pages at least an inch above the top of the text, that would help the editor verify that pages are in the correct order.  If this cannot be achieved, you should indicate page numbers lightly in pencil near the top of every page submitted.


Figures and tables should be numbered separately within the page.  All figures and tables must be given a caption, which should appear below the display.  Captions should be centred below the display if they are less than one line; if longer than one line, they should be justified.





3  Formatting Your Paper





3.1 Using the LaTeX Style File





To use the LaTeX style file, bmvc.sty, you should prepare your document strictly in accordance with Lamport's book [2].  (Readers who are unfamiliar with LaTeX might also find [1] helpful.)  If you are using LaTeX2e, the .tex file of your paper should start with the lines


\documentclass{bmvc}


If you are using an older version of LaTeX, such as Version 2.09, then now is the time to upgrade your LaTeX installation to LaTeX2e, as it has a number of improvements, particularly with respect to font handling.


Citations in your document should use the plain bibliography style:


\bibliographystyle{plain}


If you have POSTSCRIPT printers available, the easiest way to include images is via the graphics and graphicx packages if you use LaTeX2e, or via psfig, which works with older versions of LaTeX too. 





3.2 Using the Word Template





The Word template has been developed in basic form using Word 6. No automatic labelling has been used to ease compatibility, though you might prefer to use them in your own version. Simply edit the Word document without altering the page layout, spacing or settings. Ensure that your final document conforms to the specifications in Table 1. Since you will doubtless use an equation, here’s one to edit:

To submit your paper you should use the BMVC CAWS system which will be accessible from the BMVC 2003 website at the appropriate time.
